Charter of the International Non-Governmental Organization
"AKkritian Organization of Construction (Formation) of the
Republic"

1. General Provisions

1.I. The International Non-Governmental Organization "AKritian
Organization of Construction (Formation) of the Republic"
(hereinafter referred to as INGO "AOCR") is a non-governmental
organization established in accordance with international law and
national legislation.

1.2. INGO "AOCR" operates on the basis of this Charter and
international norms and standards regulating the activities of non-
governmental organizations.

1.3. INGO "AOCR" does not pursue commercial goals and does not aim
to make a profit.



2. Goals and Objectives

2.I. The main goal of INGO "AOCR" is the recognition of the
International Non-Governmental Organization "State 'National
Republic of Akritia'" as an independent, fully-fledged, and sovereign
state by the international community.

2.2. To achieve this goal, INGO "AOCR" sets the following tasks:

« Conducting information campaigns and events aimed at raising
awareness about the state of Akritia.

« Establishing and maintaining contacts with international
organizations, states, and public figures for the recognition of
AKkritia.

« Organizing and conducting scientific research, conferences,
and seminars dedicated to issues of state-building and
international recognition.

« Developing and implementing programs and projects aimed at
developing the infrastructure and social sphere of the state of
AKkritia.

3. Rights and Obligations
3.I. INGO "AOCR" has the right to:

« Represent the interests of the state of Akritia on the
international arena.

« Conclude agreements and contracts with international
organizations, states, and public figures.

« Acquire and dispose of property necessary for the fulfillment of
statutory goals.

« Participate in international forums, conferences, and other
events.

3.2. INGO "AOCR" is obliged to:

« Comply with international norms and standards regulating the
activities of non-governmental organizations.

o Submit an annual report on its activities to the founder and
competent international bodies.

« Ensure transparency and openness of its activities.

4. Management Bodies

4.1. The head of INGO "AOCR" automatically becomes the Minister of
Foreign Affairs and External Relations of the National Republic of



Akritia, appointed in strict accordance with the local regulatory legal
acts (legislation) of INGO "State 'National Republic of Akritia'".
4.2. The governing bodies of INGO "AOCR" include:

o A quarterly closed reporting session, at which the heads
(directors) — extraordinary and plenipotentiary
representatives of INGO "State 'National Republic of Akritia'",
heading subsidiary ANOs in national jurisdictions, report to the

head of INGO.

4.3. All powers are directly with the founder — INGO "State 'National
Republic of Akritia'", on behalf of which the head manages.

5. Membership

5.I. Members of INGO "AOCR" can be individuals and legal entities
who share the goals and objectives of INGO "AOCR" and participate
in their implementation.

5.2. To obtain membership status in INGO "AOCR", it is necessary to
have the status of "member — citizen" or "candidate for membership
— resident" of INGO "State 'National Republic of Akritia'", obtained
in accordance with the local regulatory legal acts (legislation) of INGO
"State 'National Republic of Akritia'".

5.3. Admission to membership in INGO "AOCR" is carried out on the
basis of a written application and a decision of the founder.

5.4. Members of INGO "AOCR" have the right to participate in events
organized by INGO "AOCR" and receive information about the
activities of INGO "AOCR".

6. Property and Finance

6.1. INGO "AOCR" may own or otherwise possess property necessary
for the fulfillment of statutory goals.

6.2. Sources of property formation of INGO "AOCR" are:

« Entrance and membership fees.

« Voluntary donations and grants.

« Income from economic activities.

« Other sources not prohibited by legislation.

6.3. INGO "AOCR" maintains accounting and reporting in accordance
with international financial reporting standards.



7. Procedure for Amending the Charter

7.I. Amendments and additions to this Charter are made by a decision
of the founder — INGO "State 'National Republic of Akritia"".

7.2. The decision to amend the Charter is made by the founder.

8. Liquidation and Reorganization

8.1. INGO "AOCR" may be liquidated or reorganized by a decision of
the founder or in the manner established by international law.

8.2. In case of liquidation of INGO "AOCR", the remaining property
after satisfying the claims of creditors is directed to the purposes
provided for by this Charter.

9. Final Provisions

9.1. This Charter enters into force from the moment of its approval by
the founder.

9.2. All issues not regulated by this Charter are resolved in accordance
with international law and national legislation.
